For today’s episode we have Comparativos y superlativos (Comparatives and superlatives)
1. Comparativos de superioridad o inferioridad

En espafnol tenemos los comparativos mds que y menos que. In Spanish we have comparatives mds
que = more than and menos que = less than. Different from English, there’s no difference for short
and long adjectives like short- shorter /beautiful- more beautiful.

Entonces usamos  mds + (adjetivo, sustantivo o adverbio) + que

Por ejemplo:

Ella es mds alta que él (She is taller than him)

Colombia es mds grande que Ecuador (Colombia is bigger than Ecuador)

El avion es mas rapido que la bici (The plane is faster than a bycicle)

Mi libro es menos interesante que el tuyo (My book is less interesting than yours)

El bus es menos rdpido que el carro (The bus is less fast than the car)

2. Comparativos de igualdad

También podemos usar el comparativo de igualdad tan.... Como, que en inglés es as....... As. So we
can use the comparative tan.... como which in English is as..... as.

Entonces usamos tan + (adjetivo o adverbio) + como
Por ejemplo:
Esa camioneta es tan rapida como mi carro (That truck is as fast as my car)

Esa catedral no es tan vieja como la catedral de Notre Dame. (That catedral is not as old as Notre
Dame)

La pelicula es tan interesante como el libro (The movie is as interesting as the book)

Cuando queremos comparar un sustantivo, entonces usamos tanto, tantos, tanta, tantas,
dependiendo si es femenino, masculino, singular o plural. When we want to compare a noun, then
we use tanto, tantos, tanta, tantas, depending if it is feminine, masculine, singular or plural.
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Recordemos que en espafiol estd la diferencia de género. Por lo general, (no siempre) el femenino

termina en “a” en este caso tanta y tantas son el femenino singular y plural y el masculino termina

o“_n

en “0” en este caso tanto y tantos. Remember, in Spanish we make the difference of gender. In
general (not always) feminine ends in “a”, in this case “tanta” and “tantas” are feminine singular
and plural. The masculine ends in “0” in this case “tanto” y “tantos”

Veamos algunos ejemplos:

En el museo hay tantos cuadros como esculturas (At the museum there are as many paintings as
sculptures)

In this case is tantos because we are talking about “cuadros”, which is masculine and plural.

En clase hay tantas alumnas como alumnos. (In the class there are as many female students as many
masculine students)

In this case I’'m using tantas because I'm referring about alumnas, which is feminine plural.
3. Superlativo relativo

En el superlativo estamos hablando de lo mds o lo menos sobre algo, sin embargo, para llegar a esa
conclusién tenemos que compararlos con algo. Por ejemplo, mi perro es el mas lindo del mundo,
esto indica que el es el mas lindo, pero lo comparo con el resto del mundo.

In this superlative we are talking about the most or the least ...

El/La/los/Las + mas/menos + adjetivo + de + complemento

Mi perro es el mas lindo del mundo
El libro es el menos interesante  de mi clase
Lacasaesla mas bonita del barrio

My dog is the cutest of the world
The book is the least interesting of my class

The house is the most beautiful of the neighborhood.

4. Superlativo absoluto

En este estamos afirmando que esta cualidad no tiene comparacion. With this superlative I'm not
making a comparison.

Adjetivo + isimo / isima / isimos / isimas
Veamos algunos ejemplos:

Estoy contentisimo (I'm super happy, extremely happy)
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Esos edificios son altisimos (Those buildings are super high)

Ese perrito es lindisimo. (This little dog is super cute)

Mis hermanos y yo

TIPS:

1. Asyoucansee when | referred to ages | used “mayor y menor” not “mas joven o mas Viejo”.
With good and bad instead of saying “mas Bueno” (more good) o “mas malo” (more bad),
you would use “mejor- better” and “peor-worst” "

2. In Spanish we use a lot “diminutivos”. In this text you'll se words like “bajita” that comes
from baja (short) or “perrito” that comes from perro (dog). These endings like “ito- ita”,
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depending of the context we use them to indicate a small size of something. For example:
“Este es mi gatito” would be “this is my little cat”. Also, it can be used to express youth. “Ella
estd jovencita” o “Mi hijita es muy linda” — “my young daugther is so pretty”.
Also works when you want to express “carino” or “affection- love”. Mi perrito, feito, mi
corazoncito. And to express affection is very common to apply it to names “Luisito”
“Danielita” “Glorita” You are going to find this very often when listening to Spanish!
